Dear Parents,


My name is Sarah Cole. I am Cub Scout Pack 74’s day camp coordinator. This letter is to provide you with some important information regarding day camp in 2010.

First, camp will be July 19-23, Monday through Friday. The theme is Survivor Cubs. The early bird fee is $85 if registered before May 7th. After May 7th, the full fee is $100. All adult volunteers attend for free and can choose to come for the whole week, or for any combination of days. For any adult attending camp who has other children, there is free childcare provided for the siblings; this area is called the “tot lot”. The only age requirement for the tot lot is that the child(ren) must be potty-trained. Siblings also attend for free but must stay in the tot lot, regardless of age or gender, except during lunch.
Each person attending camp (whether a cub, parent, or sibling) needs to complete a registration form and all four pages of the medical form. These forms need to be filled out every year; we cannot accept a previous year’s forms. A current physical is also required as part of the medical forms; these must be current as of 12 months prior to the date of camp (e.g. occurring in or after August 2009).
You can access all the forms online at our pack web site: www.livoniacubscouts.org by going to the day camp tab at the top of the page. Please turn in all forms (registration and medical forms for each person attending) directly to ME, not to council. I will be taking all forms to council myself. I will need to have all forms and registration money turned in no later than performance night, Friday April 23rd so I can get them to council by the deadline to receive the discounted price. 

All cub scouts receive a free T-shirt and patch. In addition, any adult who volunteers all five days will also receive a T-shirt and patch. Campers will need to provide their own lunches every day, except Friday. On Friday, the camp has their final ceremony and provides lunch. All families are invited to attend this celebration. There is a small fee for the lunch (TBA).

After all registration forms are submitted, each registered boy will receive a letter from the Day Camp Program Director including a list of what to bring/what not to bring to camp, details about Friday’s ceremony, and other special events during the week.
There are a few ways to help offset the cost of camp. First, there is a patch design contest each year to win a free week of camp. This form can be found on the pack website and must be turned in directly to council by March 11th. Second, there is a candy sale at the beginning of the year (info also available on the pack website). All proceeds from this can be used for registration and transportation costs for any of the three camps. Third, the council offers Camperships, a.k.a. camp scholarships (contact me if you are interested in this).
Prior to camp, all cubs are required to watch a short video regarding abuse. Since this video does discuss some sensitive issues, parents/guardians of young boys are encouraged to watch with their boys. We will offer several showings of this video before camp. In addition, parents/guardians who are planning to volunteer will be required to watch a youth protection video online and answer a few simple questions regarding its’ content.

For those of you who have not attended prior, we will be renting a bus to take us back & forth to camp. Pick up and drop off will most likely be at the bus stop at the Mobil station next to 360. This cost is separate from the registration fees, and is per family, not per person. I will be announcing this cost as soon as I have a list of who will be attending. Last year we were able to split the cost with Avon, which was very cost efficient so we will try to do that again this year.
